A 1911 for Defense

Here in lllinois, we are effectively prohibited from car-
rying a Prearm on our person for defense. The best

we can do to protect ourselves and our property is to
have a bPrearm in our place of residence. Frequently

| get asked the question, OWhat handgun would you
recommend for home defense?O My answer is always
the same, OPick the gun you shoot best provided the
caliber is 9mm or greater.O Shot placement is the single
most important factor in any bPrearms-involved defensive
situation. The weakness is rarely the Prearm but rather
the human who, under stress, hits the target 10% of the
time. While caliber wars may go on forever, the old cli-
chZ rings true - one good hit with a .22 is worth far more
than a miss with a .45.

Therefore, the applied answer to my reply, for many
people, is the full size, OGovernment ModelO 191 The
reason the 1911 is so popular is that it is a very Oshoot
ableO gun, meaning for many people it operates very
intuitively while being mechanically very accurate. This
translates into more shots on target when used under
stress.

There® a catch though. Not all 1911s are built alike

and gun magazine writers are afraid of writing negative
reviews for fear of losing precious advertising dollars.

In fact, more-so than probably any other gun, the price
and appropriately, quality range of the 1911 is extremely
wide. On the low end, $300-400, Philippine-made guns
such as Rock Island Armory and Armscor are the bre-
arms equivalents of a Geo. They might run just bne but
they wonOt be pretty and whastunder the hood might
be questionable. On the extremely high end, full custom
guns might cost well over $3000. The mechanics of
these guns are identical. So what is the difference?

Three things must be considered with 1911: accuracy,
reliability, and safety. High end guns will generally be
more accurate than lower end guns due to better work-
manship and tighter tolerances. An engineering friend
once told me, to reduce the tolerances by half, the cost
is increased 10-fold. I think something similar holds true
with the 1911.

Accuracy is composed of two sub-types: mechanical
and perceived. Mechanical accuracy is the maximum
potential accuracy of a brearm. Perceived accuracy is
how well the gun shoots for you. Mechanical accuracy
comes from close tolerances and the use of materials
and designs that consistently keep the bullets hitting the
same spot, every time. Modern combat brearms should
be mechanically accurate to within 20 at 25 yards. High
quality 1911s that use tighter bushings, higher quality
barrels, and overall closer tolerances may be accurate
to within 10 or better at 25 yards. In addition, higher

quality guns have many improvements such as im-
proved sights or better trigger pulls that improve their
perceived accuracy, making them OfeelO bettea factor
sometimes more important than a tight barrel lockup.

Speaking of tight tolerances, while being necessary for
match-grade accuracy, they can really hurt reliability.
Most high end 1911 manufacturers specify that their
Prearms need to be Obroken inO with at least 500 rounds
of full power ammunition before they can be reliable.

It® an all-too-common sight to see expensive, brand
new custom 1911s struggling to complete a Prearms
training academy because dirt, dust, and grime have
caused them to gum up. Regardless of what a gun store
employee may tell you, tighter 1911s just are not as reli-
able as looser btting ones. Therefore, the best defensive
1911s strike a balance between accuracy generated
from a tight bt and reliability under adverse conditions.

Reliability does not stop with small tolerances. The very
quality of the internal parts makes a signibcant difer-
ence in the price of a gun. Manufacturers of inexpensive
guns will generally try and cut corners in places they do
not think the average shooter will notice. An example

of this is the Taurus PT1911. On paper, the gun looks
great, with a laundry list of OcustomO upgrades. Unfortu
nately, when disassembled, the poor quality parts made
of soft metals and full of cast marks tell a different story.
It is obvious Taurus is marketing towards a consumer
who knows very little about the 1911 platform and will
only put a few hundred rounds through the gun without
ever frame stripping Prearm, like say the typical gun
magazine writer.

A better informed shooter should begin to look for a
1911 in more familiar places. Before the explosion of
1911 manufacturers about a decade ago, the popular
option was to buy a quality, bare-bones 1911 such

as a Colt 1991A1 or Springbeld Mil-Spec and have a
gunsmith build the gun to your specibcations. These
base guns are inexpensive, well made, and reliable
but donOt have OfeaturesO such as a beavertail safety
or improved sights. In addition, the bre control parts
on these guns may need replacing in order to achieve
a good, safe trigger pull. By far though, the biggest
downside of these guns is that the customization might
cost hundreds if not thousands of dollars in parts and
gunsmithing.

The wisest place to start looking for a defensive 1911

is with a middle of the road gun, such as the Colt XSE,
SpringPeld Loaded, or STITrojan 5.0. They have many
of the common modibcations already performed at the
factory, which will save hundreds of dollars in gunsmith-
ing and aftermarket parts costs. In addition, the core
components, the frames, slides, barrels, and so on,

1911 Colt .45

are held to tight specibcations making btting the few
parts that need replacing that much easier. Expect to
pay around $1000 for the gun itself, and having a few
modibcations done such as a trigger job, magazine well,
or night sight upgrade to complete the gun.

Finally, you can get semi-custom guns like Wilson Com-
bat or Nighthawk Custom. TheyOll be great guns with
many nice features but on the expensive side. Prepare
to spend about $2000 minimum for one of these pistols,
over-budget for most people and with a lot of needless,
cosmetic, features in my opinion.

Quality of the pistol leads me into my last consideration
about the 1911: safety. The 1911 is a somewhat unique
gun in that it is a single action (SA) gun which origi-
nally did not have a bring pin safety Most other current
production SA guns have some sort of trigger actuated
bring pin safety that prevents the bring pin from moving
should the gun be dropped or internal parts fail.

Colt updated the 1911 in the 1980s and introduced the
Series 80 pistol which uses an ingenious system of two
levers to depress a plunger in the slide that releases
the pring pin. 1911 abcionados though were angered by
the Series 80 system because it caused the otherwise
crisp trigger pull to be a bit springy. Over the years, the
Series 80 was criticized and many demanded a different
solution.

One alternative was derived in something called the
Schwartz-style bring pin safety, where the grip safety
deactivated the bring pin safety Unfortunately, despite
all of the criticism the Series 80 system received, its
naysayers could not criticize the most important aspect:
function. On the other hand, the Schwartz system, the
safety system used by manufacturers such as Smith
and Wesson and Kimber, runs into signibcant timing
issues and defeats a safety when it is needed most

B when the gun is in your hand.

Why a Pring pin safety anyway? WasnOt the Colt 191
safe enough for decades? The truth is we demand a
much higher degree of safety today than we ever did
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before out of our brearms. While the Colt legal depart
ment may have argued that under the right circum-
stances, a Colt dropped on its barrel could potentially
discharge, there® another key advantage of the Series
80 system. The system provided a last resort safety
should the sear fail, a mechanical parts failure than in
pre-Series 80 1911s bypasses all other safeties. This
tiny piece of metal, at its nose about half a millimeter
wide, is the only thing that keeps a cocked and locked,
pre-Series 80 1911 from bring. Of course, failure of the
part is extremely rare, as most parts failures are, but
putting your faith in a sliver of metal is a gamble. Even
the Schwartz safety runs into a similar problem, as the
FP safety is deactivated by merely holding the gun. If
the sear failed while the grip safety was pushed in, the
gun would bre.

The Series 80 system, on the other hand, has proven

to be virtually fool-proof. At the very least, every 1911
should have a machined, tool steel sear and hammer.
Metal Injection Molding, a common cost saving method
of mass producing gun parts, is Pne for non-stress parts
like the thumb safety or the grip safety. It has no place
in the Pre control parts of a gun without a Series 80-
style bring pin safety, period.

A couple of other things | like on my defensive 1911s.
First, a tactical-width, well-ptted thumb safety A nice,
positive action means youOll be able to get the gun

on target a lot faster. A high riding beavertail safety
also helps with a positive grip. 3M Safety Step grip
tape on the front strap is a cheap and highly effective
replacement for checkering. It can be purchased at any
hardware store and cut to the size of your front strap. If
the gun is carbon steel, | recommend a good, low-glare,
rust-resistant Pnish. Stainless guns should be bead
blasted.

Having at least 3 or 4 quality magazines is a must.
Some manufacturers include Wilson Combat with their
famous 47D magazine, Metalform, Virgil Tripp® Cobra
Mags, and Act-Mag. Night sights are critical on any
defensive gun. | prefer an all back Wilson, Novak, or
Heinie rear sight and a Trijicon white outline tritium front
sight. A well blended Smith and Alexander magazine
guide makes changing magazines much easier and a
whole lot quicker. Triggers should be set to 3.75-4 Ibs.
with all Pre control and internal parts deburred and pot
ished. The length of your trigger and width of your grips
should be set to your hand size. Smaller hands mean
shorter triggers and thin grips. The opposite holds true
for larger hands. | recommend Wolff or ISMI springs

all around the gun set to factory weights, especially

the hammer and recoil springs. Finally, make sure you
replace the recoil spring and Pring pin return spring
regularly.

For defensive guns, I®m an advocate of the 3 months,
3000 rounds rule: recoil spring should be replaced every
3000 rounds and the gun given a very thorough clean-
ing including magazine disassembly, slide disassembly,
and if youOre comfortable with it, frame disassembly
every 3 months.

Unless you really know what youOre doing, all parts
should be installed by a qualibed gunsmith. The 19116
mechanics are not complicated, but a lot of these parts
will work better if theyOre installed by someone who
knows what® going on.

at Jerusalem® Mercaz Haray semi-

Thankfully, his
quick action was reported by the interna-
tional press, including Mr. Lefkovitz, so
unlike incidents here in the United States
where the press was able to completely
ignore the actions of armed students or
teachers, the truth about this incident will
not be suppressed.

OMrDadon is not going to become a
victim of this conspiracy of silence,O Got
tlieb continued. OElitisAmerican college
administrators, the national press, nor
anti-gun politicians can sweep this inci-
dent under their rug.O

Internationally published reports say Da-
don studies at the yeshiva, and had his
pistol when the shooting erupted.
